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Summary of Economic Developments

Real GDP grew by 6.2 percent year-on-year, in
the third quarter of 2016 compared with 7.3
percent in the corresponding period in 2015.
The growth was driven by value added in
transport and storage, construction, information
and communication, mining and quarrying, and
wholesale and retail trade activities; altogether
contributing about 58 percent. Meanwhile,

mining and quarrying, information and
communication, and electricity supply were the

fastest growing activities.

Year-on-year headline inflation averaged 4.8
percent in the quarter ending December 2016,
same as in the previous quarter, but lower than
6.6 percent in the corresponding quarter in
2015. The moderate inflation was driven by
food inflation, which averaged 6.4 percent
compared with 6.9 percent in the preceding

quarter.

Extended broad money supply (M3) increased
by TZS 645.1, much lower than an increase of
TZS 3,501.2 billion in the corresponding period
in 2015. The deceleration was on account of
contraction of net foreign assets of banks and
slower pace of growth of credit to the private
sector. Interest rates on deposits and loans
presented a broadly declining trend. Both
interest rates on and

deposits lending

decreased from the preceding and

corresponding periods.

Government resource envelope—revenue and
grants—amounted to TZS 4,581.6 billion, in the
2016, whereas
expenditure amounted to TZS 4,496.2 billion.

External debt stock increased to USD 16,986.2

million from USD 16,399.8 million in the

preceding quarter, largely as a result of new
disbursements. Domestic debt stock increased
to TZS 10,468.2 billion from TZS 10,010.1

billion.

In Zanzibar, real GDP grew by 2.5 percent year-
on-year in the quarter ending September 2016
compared with 4.3 percent in the corresponding
period in 2015. Procurement of cloves declined
by 85.9 percent to 416 tonnes compared with
the corresponding period in 2015, due to
cyclical nature of the crop. Procurement of
seaweeds declined to 1,419 tonnes from 1,870
tonnes, mainly due to lower production
associated with unfavorable weather and crop
diseases. Year-on-year headline inflation
averaged 3.1 percent during the quarter ending
December 2016 compared with 4.5 percent in
the corresponding quarter in 2015, owing to

decline in food inflation.

Government revenue and grants amounted to
TZS 145.0 billion, while expenditure was TZS
149.4 billion in the quarter ending December
2015. The debt stock, domestic and foreign,
was equivalent to TZS 370.0 billion at the end
of December 2016 compared with TZS 389.2
billion at the end of September 2015. External
debt amounted to USD 120.4 million compared
with USD 122.1 million in the corresponding

quarters.



The current account balance improved to a
surplus of USD 11.8 million compared with a
surplus of USD 2.3 million in the quarter ending
December 2015, mainly contributed by an
increase in services receipts and net current
transfers, as well as decrease in merchandise

imports

On regional economic developments, inflation
in EAC and SADC regions averaged 6.1 and
10.3 percent compared with 5.8 and 8.2 percent
in the preceding quarter, respectively. Tanzania
met the convergence criteria of both less than 8
percent in the EAC and inflation rates between

3 and 7 percent for SADC region.



1.0 OUTPUT AND PRICES

Output Performance

Year-on-year output growth, as measured by
real gross domestic product (GDP), was 6.2
percent, in the third quarter of 2016 compared
with 7.3 percent in the corresponding quarter in
2015. Despite slow down, the growth was
within its recent historical average rate (Chart
1.1). The growth was mostly driven by transport
and storage, construction, information and
communication, mining and quarrying, and
wholesale and retail trade activities (Chart 1.2).
By contrast, economic activities that registered
fast growth were mining and quarrying,
information and communication, and electricity
supply. Output growth in mining and quarrying
was a result of increase in production of natural
gas and minerals; mostly tanzanite, salt, gold,
copper, silver and coal. The growth in
information and communication  activity
resulted from increase in airtime usage and
data transmission services. The growth in
electricity was on account of increase in
generation, particularly from gas sources.
Growth in agriculture and real estate activities
was the least at 0.3 percent and 2.3 percent,

respectively.

Procurement of Crops

Procurement of major traditional export crops
increased to 282,992 tonnes in the fourth
quarter of 2016, from 190,538 tonnes in the
corresponding period in 2015 following a rise in
procurement of cashew nuts as procurement of
the other crops declined (Table 1.1). The
increase in procurement of cashew nuts was on
account of adequate utilization of agro
chemicals and good weather. Decline in
procurement of the other crops was attributed
to unfavorable weather condition characterized

by uneven distribution of rains in growing areas.

Production of Minerals

In the quarter ending December 2016, the
value of gold and diamond produced by large
scale miners amounted to USD 445.8 million
compared with USD 295.0 million in the
corresponding period 2015. The volume of gold
production increased to 12,025.6 kilograms
from 10,511.9 kilograms, while production of
diamond slowed down to 31,899.7 carats from
35,083.1 carats (Table 1.2).

Food Stock

Food stocks in the country comprise of those
held by the National Food Reserve Agency
(NFRA) and the private traders, with the latter
normally accounting for the larger share. The
food stocks held by NFRA do not therefore, fully

reflect the status of food stocks in the country.

At the end of December 2016, food stocks held
by NFRA amounted to 89,692 tonnes (Table
1.3). In the quarter ending December 2016,
NFRA sold 18,448.9 tonnes of maize, 939.63
tonnes of paddy, and 19.89 tonnes of sorghum.
The food was sold to the Disaster Relief
Coordination Unit of the Prime Minister’s Office,
Prisons Department and private traders.
Meanwhile, NFRA purchased maize from
within the country amounting to 62,0807.9

tonnes.

Wholesale Prices

In the quarter ending December 2016,
wholesale prices of rice, beans and potatoes
were lower, while those of maize and sorghum
were higher than in the corresponding period in
2015 (Table 1.4). The higher prices were partly
attributed to unfavorable weather experienced
in some production areas during 2015/16 crop-

season.

MONETARY AND FINANCIAL MARKETS

Money Supply and Credit

Extended broad money supply (M3) recorded

an annual growth rate of 2.9 percent in

December 2016, compared with 18.8 percent in

the corresponding period in 2015 (Table 2.1
and Chart 2.1). This moderate growth rate was

driven by decline in net foreign assets (NFA)

and slowdown in the growth of banks’ credit to

private sector and government borrowing from
the banking system (Chart 2.2).

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NFA of the banking system contracted by 0.4
percentto TZS 8,209.0 billion in the year ending
December 2016 compared with a growth rate of
25.8 percent in the corresponding period in
2015. The contraction in NFA resulted from a
reduction in deposits and short term placements
abroad, and increase in foreign borrowing.

Total domestic credit recorded an annual
growth rate of 2.5 percent in December 2016,
compared with 26.8 percent recorded in the
in 2015. The slow

increase in domestic credit was reflected in

corresponding period

government borrowing from the banking system
and credit to private sector. During the period,
government borrowing declined by 12.3 percent
compared with an increase of 33.7 percent
recorded in the year ending December 2015,
while credit to the private sector grew by 7.2
percent, compared with 24.8 percent (Chart
2.3). Slower growth occurred across the major

economic activities (Chart 2.4).

Interest rate on deposits averaged 8.86 percent
in the quarter ending December 2016 compared
with 9.23 percent in the corresponding period
2015. Interest rate on one-year deposits was
11.12 percent compared with 11.79 percent in
the preceding quarter and 11.03 percent in the
quarter ending December 2015. As for loans,
lending rate averaged 15.69 percent in the
quarter ending December 2016, lower than
16.20 percent in the corresponding quarter in
2015. Interest rate on one-year loans averaged
13.02 percent, lower than 14.15 percent.
Therefore, the spread between one-year
lending and deposit rates was 1.91 percentage
points, compared with 3.12 percentage points in
the quarter ending December 2015 (Table 2.2).

Financial Markets

In the quarter ending December 2016, Treasury
bills (35 days, 91 days, 182 days and 364 days’
tenure) worth TZS 980.0 billion were offered for
sale for fiscal and monetary policy operations,
compared with TZS 815.0 billion in the
corresponding quarter in 2015. Bids worth TZS
1,363 hillion were received, higher than TZS
1,035.5 billion in the corresponding period in
2015. Successful bids amounted to TZS 963.1
billion compared with TZS 837.6 billion.
Average yield was 15.39 percent compared with
16.79 percent (Chart 2.6).

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For the case of long-term debt securities,
Treasury bonds of different tenures were
auctioned for domestic debt service and

financing of government operations. The

amount floated for auction was TZS 683.4 billion
compared with TZS 346.8 billion in the
corresponding period in 2015. Bids received
amounted to TZS 618.1 billion, much more than
of TZS 236.2 billion. Successful bids amounted
to TZS 419.4 billion compared with TZS 140.8
billion.

In the inter-bank cash market, total turnover was
TZS 2,001.7 billion compared with TZS 2,604.0
billion in the corresponding quarter in 2015.
Overnight placements accounted for 61.6
percent of the market turnover compared with
73.1 percent. Inter-bank cash market interest
rate averaged 14.16 percent compared with
10.14 percent in the corresponding quarter in
2015 (Chart 2.7).

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In the repo market, the Bank of Tanzania
conducted reverse repo to provide liquidity to
banks. The reverse repo amounted to TZS
350.8 bhillion. Meanwhile, reverse repos worth
TZS 323.5 matured. The reverse repo rate

averaged 15.87 percent.

In the inter-bank foreign exchange market
(IFEM), total market turnover was USD 517.6
million compared with USD 564.5 million in the



corresponding period in 2015. The Bank of
Tanzania maintained its presence in the market
by purchasing USD 205.1 million, on net terms,
compared to a net sale of USD 49.0 million in
the corresponding period in 2015. The shilling-
US dollar exchange rate averaged TZS 2,183.4
per USD compared with TZS 2,163.6 per USD
in the quarter ending December 2015 (Chart
2.8).

Government Budgetary Operations

During the quarter ending December 2016,
revenue and grants amounted to TZS 4,581.6
billion. Expenditure, for recurrent and
development expenses, amounted to TZS
4,496.2 billion.

Revenue and Grants

Revenue collected by central government
amounted to TZS 4,356.1 billion in the quarter
ending December 2016, an increase of about
TZS 795.5 billion from the corresponding period
in 2015. Tax revenue was TZS 3,608.1 billion,
an increase of 12.6 percent over the
corresponding period in 2015. Revenue
collected by local government from own
sources amounted to TZS 115.8 billion. Chart
3.1 shows government resources during the

quarter ending December 2016.

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Expenditure

Total government expenditure amounted to
TZS 4,496.2 billion for the quarter ending
December 2016, of which recurrent expenditure
was TZS 2,784.6 billion and development
expenditure was TZS 1,711.6 billion (Chart
3.2). Also, government made repayment of both
domestic and foreign debt amounting to TZS
192.4 billion and TZS 1.8 billion, respectively.

National Debt

External debt stock was USD 16,986.2 million
at the end of December 2016, an increase of
USD 586.4 million from the end of the preceding
quarter. The increase was a result of new
disbursements and accumulation of interest
arrears by private sectorl. Disbursed
outstanding debt accounted for 91.9 percent of
the external debt stock and the balance was

interest arrears.

Central government external debt amounted to
USD 13,391.8 million, an increase of USD 119.9
million from end of September 2016. The debt
stock increased by USD 315.9 million from end
of December 2015. The central government
accounted for the largest share of external debt
by 78.8 percent. Table 3.1 shows amount and

shares of external debt by borrower.

Disbursements received during the quarter
under review was USD 183.3 million, of which
USD 176.6 million was received by the central
government and the balance by private sector.
Disbursements for the year ending December
2016 amounted to USD 1,394.4 million, of which
USD 918.3 million was in favour of the central

government.

External debt service amounted to USD 177.8
million, of which USD 138.9 million was principal
payment and the balance was interest payment.
Debt service by the central government was
USD 143.7 million, comprising principal
payment of USD 105.3 million and interest
payment USD 38.4 million. For the year ending
December 2016, debt service amounted to USD
913.8 million, of which USD 592.6 million was

paid by the central government.

The stock of domestic debt amounted to TZS
10,468.2 billion at the end of December 2016,
an increase of TZS 458.1 billion from the end of
the preceding quarter. On annual basis,
domestic debt stock increased by TZS 1,904.6



billion from TZS 8,563.6 billion at the end of the
corresponding period in 2015. Treasury bonds
constituted the largest part of the debt (Table
3.3).

During the quarter under review, the central
government raised TZS 1,596.0 billion from
domestic debt securities market, comprising
Treasury bills worth TZS 1,096.9 billion and
Treasury bonds amounting to TZS 499.1 billion.
Meanwhile, debt service amounted to TZS

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4.0 EXTERNAL SECTOR PERFORMANCE

Current Account

During the quarter ending December 2016,
current account balance narrowed to a deficit of
USD 200.2 million from a deficit of USD 359.3
million in the corresponding period in 2015. The
improvement was mainly on account of a
decrease in

imports bill, notably services

World Commodity Prices

World market prices of commodities moved in

diverse directions in the quarter ending
December 2016 compared to the preceding
quarter. The prices of oil, coffee and tea

increased while those of cotton, cloves, gold,
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sisal, maize and wheat declined (Table 4.5).
The price of coffee increased mainly due to high
global demand, whilst crude oil and white
petroleum products prices rose following
agreement by oil producers under OPEC to cut
production. The price of tea increased due to
low production in India and Kenya following
adverse weather. Prices of cotton, cloves and
sisal decreased because of weak global
demand. Wheat price declined due to ample
inventories and production increases in India,
Russia and the United States. The price of gold
declined due to increased speculation for higher
interest rates in the United States, thus reducing

demand for gold as a safe investment.

Total debt stock, domestic and foreign, was
equivalent to TZS 370.0 billion at the end of
December 2016 compared with TZS 381.1
billion in the quarter ending September 2016
and TZS 389.2 billion in the corresponding
quarter 2015.

6.0 ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENTS IN EAC AND SADC

During the quarter ending December 2016, the

average inflation rate in the East African
Community (EAC) region increased to 6.1
percent from 5.8 percent recorded in the
preceding quarter (Table 6.1). With exception of
Rwanda, the remaining EAC countries recorded
a decrease in inflation rates. The decrease in
inflation rates in Tanzania, Kenya, Uganda and
Burundi was mainly attributable to the decrease
in food prices. The main reason for the increase
in inflation rate in Rwanda was the increase in
prices of some food items and non-alcoholic
beverages, housing, electricity, gas and
transport. All EAC Partner States managed to
attain convergence criteria level of inflation

rates of not more than 8.0 percent.

Average inflation rate in the SADC region
increased to 10.3 percent in the quarter ending
December 2016 from 8.2 percent recorded in
the preceding quarter (Table 6.1). Inflation rates
went up in Zimbabwe, Zambia, Swaziland,
South Africa, Namibia, Mozambique, Lesotho,
Angola and n increase in Inflation rate in South
Africa was mainly due to increase in the costs
of housing and utilities, and recreation.
Conversely the easing of inflation in Tanzania,
Mozambique and Malawi was largely
attributable to a fall in the prices of food stuffs.
The easing of inflation rate in Seychelles was

due to a fall in cost of fish.

South Africa, Tanzania, Botswana, Mauritius,
Namibia, Lesotho and Seychelles recorded the
convergence criteria level of inflation rates
between 3 and 7 percent which is the SADC

inflation target range.

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8.0 GLOSSARY

Broad money (M2)

A definition of money that comprises of narrow
money (M1) plus the shilling time and savings
deposits of the Tanzanian residents with other
depository corporations (banks) in the country.

Currency in circulation outside banks
Notes and coins of Tanzanian shillings
circulating outside the banking system, i.e.,
outside the Bank of Tanzania and other
depository corporations.

Discount rate (also known as Bank rate)
The rate of interest that the Bank of Tanzania
charges on loans it extends to commercial
banks and overdrafts to government.

Extended broad money (M3)

A definition of money that consists of broad
money (M2) plus foreign currency deposits of
the Tanzanian residents with other depository
corporations in the country.

Exchange rate

The price at which one unit of a currency can
be purchased with another currency. In
Tanzania, exchange rate is defined as amount
of shillings required to purchase a unit of foreign
currency, e.g. TZS per US dollar.

Lombard facility

An overnight loan facility available for banks to
borrow from the Bank of Tanzania, at their own
discretion, by pledging eligible government
securities as collateral.

Lombard rate

The rate that the Bank of Tanzania charges a
bank for borrowing through the use of a
Lombard Facility. This rate is determined
basing on either the prevailing weighted
average yield for 35-day Treasury bill, Repo
rate or overnight inter-bank rate, whichever is
the highest in the market for that week, plus a
margin.

Money supply

Constitutes the sum of currency circulating
outside banks and Tanzanian residents’
deposits with other depository corporations,
defined at various levels of aggregation as
money supply narrowly and broadly defined.
That is, narrow money (M1), broad money (M2),
and extended broad money (M3).
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Narrow money (M1)

Consists of currency in circulation outside
banks and the shilling demand deposits of
Tanzanian residents with other depository
corporations.

Non-transferable Deposits

Include all claims reflecting evidence of deposit
other than transferable deposits. Typical
examples are saving deposits and time
deposits.

Non-food inflation

This is a measure of price movements caused
by factors other than food prices. It provides
better indication of the effectiveness of
monetary policy on inflation since price
movements in these items are caused largely
by monetary policy.

Repurchase agreements (repo)

These are agreements for the Bank of Tanzania
to purchase/sale government securities from/to
financial institutions at agreed rate for a
specified period, with an understanding that the
financial institutions will repurchase/resell the
securities from/to the Bank of Tanzania at the
end of the period.

Reserve money (M0)

The Bank of Tanzania’s liabilities in the form of
currency in circulation outside the banking
system, cash held by banks in their vaults and
deposits of banks kept with the Bank of
Tanzania in national currency. Reserve money
is also referred to as base money, or the
monetary base or high-powered money.

Transferable Deposits

Comprise of all deposits that are immediately
convertible into currency and directly usable for
making payments by cheques, draft, giro order,
direct debit/credit or other payment facility
without any kind of significant restriction or
penalty.

Weighted yields of Treasury bills

This is the average yield of Treasury bills, which
is weighted by the volume sold of 35-day, 91-
day, 182-day, and 364-day Treasury bills,
expressed in percentage per year.
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
