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Summary of Economic Developments

Economic performance was impressive in the
of 2016

corresponding period in 2015. Real gross

second quarter relative to the
domestic product (GDP) grew by 7.9 percent
compared with 5.7 percent. About 59 percent of
GDP growth was driven by value added in
transport and storage, mining and quarrying,
construction, agriculture, and manufacturing
activities. Transport and storage, mining and
quarrying, information and communication, as
well as financial and insurance activities grew

much faster than any other activities.

Annual headline inflation eased to an average
of 4.8 percent in the quarter ending September
2016 compared with 5.3 and 6.3 percent in the
preceding and corresponding  quarter,
respectively. The moderation in inflation was
driven by food inflation, which decreased to an
average of 7.0 percent from 7.6 percent in the
preceding quarter. Meanwhile, food supply was
satisfactory in most of the regions, albeit
characterized by pockets of food shortages.
Food reserves held by the National Food
Reserve Agency amounted to 86,545 tonnes at

the end of September 2016.

On the monetary sector front, extended broad
money supply (M3) grew by 4.3 percent, much
lower than 12.5 percent in the preceding
guarter and 16.5 percent in the corresponding
period in 2015. The deceleration was on
account of contraction of net foreign assets
(NFA) of the banking system and slower pace
of growth of credit to the private sector by
banks. The movement of interest rates on
deposits and loans was mixed. Interest rate on
increased  while rate

deposits lending

decreased from the preceding and

corresponding periods.

As regards government fiscal operations, the
resource envelope—revenue and grants—
amounted to TZS 4,058.2 billion, whereas
expenditure amounted to TZS 3,856.2 billion
during the quarter ending September 2016.
Thus,
resulted into a surplus of TZS 326.2 billion.
External debt stock increased to USD 16,399.8
million from USD 16,397.7 million

preceding quarter, mostly as a result of new
disbursements. Domestic debt stock decreased
to TZS 10,010.1 billion from TZS 10,038.4

billion.

The

improvement was driven by a decrease in
imports of goods and services, as well as

increase of official transfers inflow.

In Zanzibar, headline inflation averaged 4.5
percent during the quarter ending September
2016 compared with 7.8 percent in the
corresponding quarter in 2015, owing to decline
in food inflation. Procurement of cloves
increased to 1,641 tonnes from 1,301 tonnes in
the corresponding quarter in 2015, due to
cyclical nature of the crop. Procurement of
seaweeds declined to 1,765 tonnes from 3,200
tonnes, largely attributed to low price in the

world market.

corresponding quarters, respectively.

The current account balance improved to a
surplus of USD 20.5 million from a deficit of
USD 44.5 million in the corresponding quarter

in 2015, owing to a decrease in imports.

On regional economic developments, inflation
in EAC and SADC regions averaged 5.6 and
8.1 percent compared with 4.8 and 9.6 percent
in the preceding quarter, respectively. Tanzania
recorded the lowest inflation rate of 4.8 percent

in the two regional economic blocs.



1.0 OUTPUT AND PRICES

Output Performance

Real GDP grew by 7.9 percent in the second
guarter of 2016 compared with 5.5 percent in
the corresponding quarter in 2015 (Chart 1.1).
Activities that recorded the highest growth rates
were transport and storage (30.6 percent),
mining and quarrying (20.5 percent),
information and communication (12.6 percent),
and financial and insurance (12.5). The growth
in transport and storage was a result of
increase in transportation of gas, which grew
more than a half from the corresponding period
in 2015. The growth in mining and quarrying
resulted from gas production, which increased
to mmSFt3 11,267 from mmSFt3 7,793 in 2015.

Most of the increase in the GDP growth during
the quarter was contributed by transport and
storage (20.2 percent), construction (12.5
percent), agriculture (9.2 percent), mining and
quarrying (8.6 percent), and manufacturing (8.4
percent) (Chart 1.2). It is worth noting that
agriculture’s contribution rose to 9.2 percent
from negative 8.0 in the corresponding quarter
in 2015.

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Procurement of Crops

Procurement of major traditional export crops—
tobacco, cotton lint, coffee, sisal, and tea—
amounted to 94,103.1 tonnes in the quarter
ending September 2016 compared with
122,641.2 tonnes in the corresponding period
in 2015 (Table 1.1). Procurement of all of these
crops decreased, with sisal recording the
highest decline of 64.8 percent, followed by
coffee (31.5 percent) and tea (22.6 percent).
The substantial decrease in procurement of
sisal is associated with the decrease in demand
of both sisal fibre and sisal products in West
Africa, United Arab Emirates and other middle

East countries. Cashew nuts was off- season.

Production of Minerals

Value of gold and diamond produced by large
scale miners increased to USD 386.9 million
from USD 356.9 million recorded in the quarter
ending September 2015. The increase was
more marked in the production of diamond to
70,996.5 carats from 52,4715 carats.
Production of gold also increased to 10,798.4
kilograms from 8,998.6 kilograms (Table 1.2).

Food Supply Situation

During the review quarter, food supply situation
in the country was generally satisfactory. The
National Food Reserve Agency (NFRA) sold
13,398.3 tonnes of maize and 3,900 tonnes of
paddy, and made purchases of 54,223 tonnes
of maize as at the end of September 2016. The
stock of food held by NFRA at the end of
September 2016 was 86,545 tonnes (Table
1.3). The food stock comprised 86,485.9

tonnes of maize, 39.6 tonnes of paddy and 19.9
tonnes of sorghum.

Wholesale Prices

During 2015/16 crop-season, production of
food crops increased due to adequate rains in
most parts of the country. However, wholesale
prices of maize, sorghum, and potatoes were
higher in the quarter ending September 2016
than in the corresponding period in 2015, due
to high demand from neighboring countries
(Table 1.4).

Inflation

Headline inflation averaged 4.8 percent in the
quarter ending September 2016 compared with
5.3 percent in the preceding quarter and 6.3
percent in the corresponding quarter in 2015.
Inflation for food and non-alcoholic beverages
was 6.9 percent compared with 7.4 percent in
the preceding quarter and 10.1 percent in the

corresponding quarter in 2015. Non-food



inflation was 2.9 percent against 3.6 percent
and 1.8 percent in the same order (Chart 1.3).

2.0 MONETARY AND FINANCIAL MARKETS

Money Supply and Credit

During the quarter ending September 2016,
extended broad money supply (M3) expanded
moderately by TZS 913.0 bilion to TZS
22,194.8 billion, nearly threefold lower than an
increase of TZS 3,007.5 billion in the
corresponding period in 2015 (Table 2.1). On
annual basis, M3 recorded annual growth of 4.3
percent compared with a growth of 16.5 percent
(Chart 2.1). The development was largely
underpinned by contraction of net foreign
assets (NFA) of the banking system and slower
pace of growth of credit extended to the private
sector by banks (Chart 2.2).

The NFA of the banking system contracted by
10.7 percent to TZS 7,737.2 billion in the year
ending September 2016 compared with the
annual growth of 35.9 percent recorded in the
quarter ending September 2015. The
contraction in NFA of the banking system was
mainly driven by net foreign assets of banks
following a sustained decrease in deposits and
short-term placement abroad, coupled with
increase in foreign borrowing relative to the
corresponding period of 2015.

Credit to the private sector increased by TZS
1,744.0 billion to TZS 16,622.8 billion in the year
ending September 2016, representing an
annual growth of 11.7 percent (Chart 2.3). This
was lower than the annual increase of TZS
2,935.8 billion (or annual growth of 24.6
percent) recorded in the corresponding period
in 2015. It is worth noting that credit growth
remained positive in all major economic
activities, with the exception of agriculture and
manufacturing activities (Chart 2.4).

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In terms of share to total outstanding credit,
credit to trade-related activities and personal
loans remained dominant, altogether
accounting for about 39 percent of the total

outstanding loans (Chart 2.5).

Interest rates on deposits and loans exhibited a
mixed trend from the preceding quarter and
corresponding quarter in 2015. Interest rate on
deposits averaged 9.65 percent compared with
9.18 percent in the preceding quarter and 9.08
percent in the quarter ending September 2015.
Interest rate on one-year deposits rose to 12.10
percent from 11.54 percent in the preceding
quarter and 10.64 percent in the quarter ending
September 2015.

As regards loans, overall lending rate
decreased to 15.86 percent from 16.11 percent
and 16.08 percent. Interest rate on one-year
loans averaged 13.46 percent, lower than 14.23
percent recorded in the preceding quarter and
14.46 percent in the quarter ending September
2015. In line with these developments, the
spread between one-year lending and deposit
rates averaged 1.36 percentage points down
from 2.69 percentage points in the preceding
quarter, and 3.82 percentage points in the
quarter ending September 2015 (Table 2.2).

Financial Markets

During the quarter ending September 2016,
Treasury bills worth TZS 840.0 billion were
offered for sale, mostly for fiscal operations.
This compares with TZS 760.0 billion in the
quarter ending June 2016 and TZS 990.0 billion
in the quarter ending September 2015. The
value of bids amounted to TZS 909.4 billion
compared with TZS 1,132.8 billion and TZS
1,043.6 billion. Successful bids amounted to
TZS 637.1 billion compared with TZS 679.6
billion and TZS 870.9 billion. Weighted average
yields were 15.73 percent, higher than 15.42
percent registered in the preceding quarter and
12.98 percent in the corresponding period in
2015 (Chart 2.6).

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As for Treasury bonds, different tenures were
offered for fiscal operations. The total tender

size for all maturities amounted to TZS 694.5

billion compared with TZS 358.4 billion offered
in the quarter ending June 2016 and TZS 430.4
billion in the corresponding quarter of 2015.
Total bids were TZS 358.0 billion compared with
TZS 525.1 billion and TZS 272.2 billion. The
successful bids were TZS 200.3 billion, lower
than TZS 273.3 billion registered in the
preceding quarter, but higher than TZS 170.3

billion recorded in the similar quarter of 2015.

Market turnover in the inter-bank cash market
for the quarter ending September 2016 was
TZS 3,003.8 billion compared with TZS 3,539.3
billion in the preceding quarter and TZS 2,131.5
billion in the corresponding quarter in 2015.
Overnight placements accounted for 75.9
percent of market turnover compared to 80.0
percent and 73.1 percent. Overall inter-bank
cash market rate averaged 15.69 percent
compared with 12.10 percent and 15.37
percent, suggesting somewhat tight shilling
liquidity conditions in the market (Chart 2.7).

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During the quarter under review, the Bank of
Tanzania continued to provide liquidity to the
market through reverse repos as part of the
intervention package in addressing liquidity
challenges experienced by some banks. The

reverse repos amounted to TZS 2,030.6 billion,



compared with TZS 2,583.7 billion conducted in
the preceding quarter. During the quarter under
review, reverse repos worth TZS 2,551.1
matured. The reverse repo rate averaged 15.83
percent compared with 12.68 percent recorded

in the preceding quarter.

In the inter-bank foreign exchange market, total
market turnover was USD 408.3 million
compared with USD 418.4 million recorded in
the preceding quarter and USD 588.5 million in
the corresponding period in 2015. The Bank of
Tanzania maintained its presence in the market
on the purchasing side as part of liquidity
injecting strategy. The Bank of Tanzania
purchased USD 129.75 million, on net terms,
compared with a net sale of USD 62.95 million
in the preceding quarter and net sale of USD
182.8 million in the corresponding period in
2015. The shilling appreciated against the US
dollar consistent with improvement in the
current account balance in the wake of subdued
global oil prices and improvement in tourism
proceeds and manufactured exports. As a
result, the Shilling-USD exchange rate
averaged TZS 2,188.1 per USD compared with
TZS 2,137.59 per USD in the quarter ending
September 2015 (Chart 2.8).

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3.0 PUBLIC FINANCE

Government Budgetary Operations

During the quarter ending September 2016,
resource envelope—revenue and grants—
amounted to TZS 4,058.2 billion, while
expenditure amounted to TZS 3,856.2 hillion.
Therefore, a surplus of TZS 326.2 billion was

realized.

Revenue and Grants

Revenue collection by central government
amounted to TZS 3,812.5 billion, lower than the
target for the quarter by 8.8 percent. The
revenue collection was dominated by tax
revenue, which amounted to TZS 3,455.1 billion
or 87.6 percent of total revenue collection. The
tax revenue collection was 98.6 percent of the
target for the quarter. Official foreign grants
were about TZS 111.8 billion during the quarter,
compared to the projections of TZS 652. 8
billion. The performance of revenue and grants
against targets and projections is shown in
Chart 3.1.

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Expenditure

Total expenditure for the quarter ending
September 2016 amounted to TZS 3,856.2
billion, of which recurrent expenditure was TZS
2,743.6 billion and development expenses were
TZS 1,112.6 billion. As indicated in Chart 3.2,
expenditure for all components were lower than
estimates, with a notable shortfall recorded in
development expenditure, owing to lower
realization of foreign grants than projected.
Development expenditure was locally and
externally financed by TZS 862.7 billion and
TZS 249.9 billion, respectively.

The government operations during the quarter
under review resulted to an overall surplus of
TZS 326.2 billion. The surplus was used to
repay domestic and foreign obligations
amounting to TZS 212.8 billion and TZS 113.4

billion, respectively.



National Debt

External debt stock reached USD 16,399.8
million at the end of September 2016, an
increase of USD 2.1 million relative to the stock
at the end of the preceding quarter. The
Disbursed outstanding debt accounted for 92.3
percent of the external debt stock and the
balance was interest arrears.

The central government debt increased by USD
66.9 million during the quarter under review
while on annual basis, the debt stock increased
by USD 936.5 million, both due to new
disbursements. Table 3.1 summarizes the
amount and shares of external debt by

borrower.

New disbursements during the quarter
amounted to USD 171.1 million, out of which
USD 159.0 million was received by the central
government and the balance by private sector.
On annual basis disbursements amounted to
USD 1,623.0 million, out of which USD 1,072.8
million was received by the government in the

form of cash and direct project financing.

External debt payments amounted to USD
234.2 million, out of which USD 158.6 million
was principal repayment and the balance was
interest payment. External payments made by
the Government amounted to USD 189.2
million, of which USD 114.4 million was principal
repayment and USD 74.8 million interest

payment.

The stock of domestic debt at the end of
September 2016 reached TZS 10,010.1 billion,
a decrease of TZS 28.3 hillion from amount
recorded at the end of the preceding quarter.
The decline was mainly on account of
underperformance in security market. On
annual basis, domestic debt stock increased by
TZS 2,183.9 billion from TZS 7,826.2 billion
recorded at the end of the corresponding period
in 2015. Treasury bonds constituted the largest

During the quarter under review, the
Government raised TZS 1,176.5 billion from the
domestic market, comprising Treasury bills
worth TZS 886.1 billion and Treasury bonds
amounting to TZS 290.4 billion. Domestic debt
that fell due for payment amounted to TZS
1,383.5 billion, out of which principal of TZS

4.0 EXTERNAL SECTOR PERFORMANCE

Current Account

During the quarter ending September 2016, the
current account improved by almost a half to a
deficit of USD 601.8 million compared to a
deficit of USD 1,207.7 milion in the
2015. The

improvement was on account of a decrease in

corresponding  period in

the imports of both goods and services, coupled

by more inflows of official transfers than

outflows (Table 4.1).

Imports

Imports of goods amounted to USD 2,276.8
million compared to USD 2,512.4 million
recorded in the quarter ending September
2015. All categories of major imports decreased
at varying degrees, except for oil, industrial raw
materials, and food and foodstuff (Table 4.3).
The decline in imports was due to exchange
rate appreciation and decline in import prices in
the world market. Oil imports, which accounts
for the largest share in goods import, increased
by 13.2 percent to USD 839.9 million as a result
of an increase in import volume in the wake of

subdued prices in the world market.

World Commodity Prices

During the quarter to September 2016, world
market prices of selected commodities went up
except for cloves, crude oil average and white
product, maize and wheat (Table 4.5). The
prices of wheat and maize declined largely due

to improved production prospects in Russia,
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Australia, Ukraine and United State inventories
and bumper harvests in India. Cloves price
decreased due to weak global demand. Prices
of coffee and cotton increased due to high
global demand. The price of tea also increased,
to a large extent due to a rise in expectations
that production in India and Kenya would fall in
the wake of dry weather conditions. The price of
sisal remained virtually unchanged at USD 1.90

per kg.

As for non-agricultural commodities, the price of
gold increased as investors demanded more
gold due to a rise in business uncertainty and
volatility in European equity markets following
the Brexit. The prices of crude oil (average) and
white products were lower than in the preceding
quarter largely due to a decline in demand,
associated with slow economic growth in many
countries. Existence of large refined oil stocks
and production increase by Iraq also
contributed to the decline in the price of

petroleum products.

5.0 ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENTS IN ZANZIBAR

Tourism

Tourist arrivals increased by 28.5 percent to
112,970 from 87,903 recorded in the quarter
ending September in 2015. This was attributed
to improvement in tourism support services,
which include airport, roads and hotel facilities.
European countries remained the major source
of tourists, accounting for over 60.0 percent of
total tourist arrivals. Air segment of tourists

through Abeid Amani Kurume International
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Airport accounted for over 70.0 percent of all

international tourist arrivals (Table 5.1).

Manufacturing activity scaled-up, specifically for
noodles, breads, beverages and dairy products,
which during the quarter under review
increased by 19.0 percent from the quarter
2015. The

activities. By contrast, production of wheat flour
declined by 2.7 percent from 7,672.3 tonnes of
the corresponding quarter in 2015 mainly due to
market competition especially from imported
products (Table 5.2).

Inflation Developments

Twelve-month headline inflation averaged 4.5

percent, down from 7.8 percent in the
corresponding quarter in 2015. The decrease in
inflation was mainly driven by food inflation,
which eased to 5.1 percent from 9.8 percent, on
account of decreases in prices of Thailand rice
(mapembe) and wheat flour. Non-food inflation
decelerated to 3.2 percent from 5.3 percent,
largely accounted for by prices of fuel (Table 5.4

and Table 5.5).

Debt Developments

Total debt stock was TZS 381.1 billion at the
end of September 2016 compared with TZS
385.6 billion at the end of June 2016 and TZS
366.6 billion at end-September 2015. External
debt amounted to USD 123.5 million or TZS
268.4 billion compared with USD 123.3 million
or TZS 268.6 billion at the end of June 2016 and
USD 122.8 million or TZS 264.4 billion at the
end of the corresponding quarter 2015. The
share of external to total debt was 70.4 percent
compared with 72.1 percent at the end of
corresponding quarter 2015. Debt guaranteed
by the Union Government accounted for 87.5
percent of the total external debt stock and the
balance was non-guaranteed debt. Debt due to
multilateral creditors was dominant, accounting
for 61.7 percent; followed by bilateral creditors
at 26.4 percent (Chart 5.5).

Exports

During the period under review, exports of
goods and services rose by 37.4 percent from
USD 35.6 million recorded during the quarter
ending September 2015 (Table 5.10).

Imports

Imports of goods and services declined by 57.5
percent from USD 80.8 million recorded in the
guarter ending September 2015 (Tables 5.10).
Goods import amounted to USD 26.0 million, a
decline of 61.2 percent from the corresponding
quarter in 2015, while services payments fell by
39.9 percent from USD 13.8 million (Tables
5.12). The decline in merchandize imports was
mostly observed in capital, intermediate goods,

and consumer goods (Table 5.12).

6.0 ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENTS IN EAC AND SADC

During the quarter ending September 2016,
twelve-month headline inflation rate in the East
African Community (EAC) region averaged 5.6
percent compared with 4.8 percent recorded in
the preceding quarter (Table 6.1). With the
the

remaining EAC countries recorded an increase

exception of Tanzania and Rwanda,

in inflation rates. The increase in inflation in
Kenya, Uganda and Burundi was mostly driven
by food prices. The decrease in inflation in
Rwanda and Tanzania was largely due to the
easing in prices of food. All EAC Partner States
attained convergence criteria level of inflation

rates of not more than 8.0 percent.

Average inflation rate in the SADC region fell to
8.2 percent in the quarter ending September
2016 from 9.6 percent in the previous quarter
(Table 6.1). Inflation rate in Tanzania, Namibia,
Swaziland, Angola, Zambia and Mozambique
decreased, largely as a result of a fall in food
prices. In South Africa, inflation rate went down
due to moderation in the costs of housing,
healthcare and utilities. Zimbabwe experienced
deflation largely due to decline in prices of food,
transport and communication, clothing and
On the other hand,

inflation rate in Botswana went up mainly due to

alcoholic beverages.

the increase in the costs of electricity, water,
housing and food. The rise in inflation rates in
Malawi and Mauritius, was mainly on account of

the increase in food prices.

Only Tanzania, South Africa, Namibia, Lesotho
and Swaziland met the SADC’s convergence
criteria level of inflation of between 3 and 7

percent.

8.0 GLOSSARY

Inflation Rate

Inflation is defined as the rate at which
the average level of domestic prices is
increasing over a period of time.
Currency in Circulation outside
Banks

Notes and coins accepted as legal
tender in the domestic economy,
excluding amounts held by the banking
system.

Bank Rate

The Central Bank Rate which is
determined by the Monetary Policy
Committee for signaling the direction of
the monetary policy.

Discount Rate

The interest rate Bank of Tanzania
charges on loans it extends to banks
and to the Government. It uses Bank
rate as a base plus a loaded factor,
which changes from time to time
depending on the liquidity situation in
the market.

Exchange Rate

The price at which one currency can be
purchased with another currency, e.g.
TZS per US dollar.

Lombard Facility

An overnight facility introduced by the
Bank on 1St December 2003 to enable
commercial banks to borrow at their
own discretion, by pledging of eligible
government securities as collateral.

Lombard Rate
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The rate payable for the use of the
Lombard Facility. The rate is based on
the prevailing weighted average yield of
35-day Treasury bill, Repo (7 days) or
overnight inter-bank rate whichever is
higher in the market plus 20 percent.

Money Supply, M

The sum of currency in circulation
outside the banking system and
deposits of residents with banks
defined in various levels of aggregation.
In Tanzania, three aggregates of
money supply are compiled and
reported, namely: narrow money (M1),
broad money (M2), and extended broad
money (M3).

Narrow Money (M1)

This consists of currency in circulation
outside the banking system and
demand deposits.

Broad Money (M2)

This is equivalent to narrow money
(M1) plus time (fixed) and savings
deposits.

Extended Broad Money (M3)
It consists of broad money (M2) plus
residents’ foreign currency deposits.

Transferable Deposits

Comprise of all deposits that are
immediately convertible into currency
and directly usable for making
payments by cheques, draft, giro order,
direct debit/credit or other payment
facility without any kind of significant
restriction or penalty.



Non-transferable Deposits

Include all claims reflecting evidence of
deposit other than transferable
deposits. Typical examples are saving
deposits and time deposits.

Non-Food Inflation Rate

This is a measure of price movements
caused by factors other than food
prices.

Repurchase Agreement (REPO)
These are agreements to purchase/sell
by the BoT of government securities
from/to financial institutions at agreed
rate for a specified period, with an
understanding that the financial
institutions will repurchase/resell the
securities to the BoT at the end of the
period.
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Reserve Money (MO0)

The Bank of Tanzania’s liabilities in the
form of: currency in circulation outside
the banking system, cash held by
banks in their vault and deposits of
banks kept with the Bank of Tanzania in
national currency. Reserve money is
also referred to as base money or high
powered money.

Weighted Annualized Yields of
Treasury Bills of all Maturities

This is the average yield of Treasury
bills, which is weighted by the volume
sold of 35-day, 91-day, 182-day, and
364-day Treasury bills, expressed in
percentage per year.
